FAMILY CONNECTION 

Twenty-Seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time 

   Jesus’ teaching about divorce and remarriage can be a 

challenging one for many people. The Church continues 

to uphold the strong and positive teaching of Jesus that 

God intends for a man and woman to make a lifelong commitment 

to one another in the Sacrament of Marriage. Many of us, however, 

know people whose marriage has not been a lifelong commitment. 

The example of Jesus teaches us that we are called to act with 

compassion and love in our relationships with all, and especially 

when people are hurting because of difficulties in their 

relationships. Most importantly, we remember that when marriages 

thrive, it is a sign of God’s grace at work. 

     As you gather as a family, talk about what it means to make a 

promise or a commitment to someone. Talk about how we need 

God to help us honor our commitment to love and care for each 

other. Conclude by praying together that God will give his grace to 

us that we may honor our commitments to one another. Pray 

together Saint Ignatius of Loyola’s prayer, the Suscipe: 
 

Take, Lord, and receive all my liberty, my memory, my 

understanding, and my entire will--all I have and call my own. 

You have given all to me. To you, Lord, I return it. 

Everything is yours; do with it what you will. 

Give me only your love and your grace. That is enough for me.
