The New Lives Behind the Refugee Admission Numbers 

As we experience the largest global 

displacement crisis we’ve ever seen, Justice for 

Immigrants and the Share the Journey Campaign 

request an admissions ceiling of at least 75,000 refugees to the 

United States in fiscal year 2019. UNHCR provides annual analysis 

of the region-by-region need around the world for resettlement for 

a small percentage of the refugee population, including 

unaccompanied refugee minors. JFI and Share the Journey share 

the stories of those from different parts of the world who have been 

able to find life-saving protection in our country through 

resettlement from various regions of the world. These individuals 

and families have built new lives here with the support of 

resettlement agencies and local U.S. communities. These accounts 

are all from local Catholic Charities agencies. 

Kazan family from Europe and Central Asia: When the Kazan 

family arrived in North Carolina in August of 2016 after two years 

of waiting to come to the U.S, they were greeted at the airport by 

relatives and staff from a local resettlement agency in Charlotte. 

The family of six had fled from their home country of Belarus due 

to religious persecution and were very happy to be reunited with 

mother Maryia’s grandparents whom they had not seen for 10 

years. The Kazan’s are currently living with Maryia’s grandparents 

while they try and find housing of their own, and while father 

Aleksey, a carpenter by trade, looks for a job. Their family has 

received a lot of support and encouragement from both the local 

resettlement agency as well as the community, and all of them have 

begun to learn English and to adjust to life in the U.S.

At the time that Jesus summoned this man to 

follow Him, Matthew was a tax-collector for 

the Romans, regarded by the Pharisees as the 

typical sinner. No one was more shunned by 

the Jews than him, who was a Jew robbing 

his own people and making a large personal 

profit. Tax-collectors were not allowed to 

trade, eat, or even pray with others Jews. One day, while seated at 

his table of books and money, Jesus looked at Matthew and said 

two words: "Follow me." This was all that was needed to make 

Matthew rise, leaving his pieces of silver to follow Christ.  The call 

of St. Matthew reminds us that Jesus came "not to call the just, but 

sinners."

FAMILY CONNECTION 

Twenty-Fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 

   Peter had expectations about what it meant to 

call Jesus the Messiah, the Christ. Jesus was 

indeed the Messiah, but his life and death would 

show a different understanding of what it means 

to be the Messiah. We, too, have expectations of 

God and our own ideas about what we think God 

ought to be doing in our world. Like Peter, however, we may risk 

limiting our image of God by thinking only in human ways. God's 

plan is always more than we can ever imagine. 

   As you gather as a family, talk about what we expect God to be 

doing in our world and in our family life. Then read today's Gospel, 

Mark 8:31-35. Why do you think Peter was so upset by what Jesus 

was saying? Notice how Jesus reprimands Peter. Do we sometimes 

forget to let God be God for us? That is, do we sometimes get 

discouraged because God doesn't act in our world in the ways that 

we expect? Pray together that we will remember that God is always 

working for the world's salvation in ways that are beyond our 

imagination. Conclude your time by praying together today's 

psalm, Psalm 116.
